Employer guidance following the FTC’s proposal to ban non-compete agreements 

On Jan. 5, 2023, the Federal Trade Commission (FTC) published a proposed rule that would effectively ban the use of 

non-compete agreements in employment contracts and preempt all state laws that provide less protection to workers. 

If made final, non-compete agreements would be considered an unfair method of competition, with very limited ex-

ceptions.  

Given recent legislation and legal decisions restricting the use of non-compete clauses, it is critical that businesses pre-

pare accordingly.

Another fun fact is that cities and villages are also 

known as municipalities.  These are created by 

“incorporation” where a petition is signed by residents 

and approved by the county commissioners.  Day to day 

operations are overseen by a city manager.  Their pri-

mary funding source is income and property tax.  Also 

interesting is cities must have >5,000 people and villag-

es <5,000.  Also, cities are responsible to maintain state 

routes within their city limits, but villages don’t have 

this same obligation.  Both cities and villages can im-

pose income tax.  Fun fact – Sunbury just became a city 

in 2021. 

Delaware county also has townships which are unincorporated areas.  Townships have a special rule called “Limited 

Home Rule” which means they only have authority granted by the state.  They can provide services to their residents 

such as EMS, police, parks and rec, cemeteries, zoning, and senior services.  However, they cannot provide utility ser-

vices.  If this is needed the township could be annexed into a city.  They are managed by selected township trustees and 

can hire a township administrator to run day to day duties.  They are primarily funded by property tax.   

Darren also brought some updated information forward to encourage class members to vote for Government Day as 

their favorite.  He compared township population data from 2010 to 2020 and several township populations have 

grown with exponentially in several geographic areas. 

Delaware County Transit 

Transit came next with a presentation from Ginny Berry about Delaware County Transit.   

Delaware County Transit (DTC), formerly known as DATA, is a government agency and an urban transit system.  As a 

result of the 2010 census data their reporting structure changed.  They now report to the Federal Transit Administra-

tion (FTA).  DCT is different from COTA which is the Central Ohio Transit Authority.  COTA has the power to tax DCT 

does not. DCT is governed by a seven-member transit board.  These board members are appointed by the Delaware 

County Commissioners. 

The executive director of DCT is Andy Volenik.  DCT employs 54 staff members; 34 drivers, 9 administrative support 

staff, 11 support maintenance and dispatch staff. 

Their mission statement: “Making lives better by connecting people to their community through safe and reliable trans-

portation.” 

So how are roads funded?  The primary revenue source is gas tax and vehicle registration fees.  The Bipartisan Infra-

structure Bill provides funding for surface transportation through the gas tax and registration fees.  Our roadways get 

92% of those taxes for supporting maintenance and building.  Gas tax is flat meaning no matter the price of a gallon of 

gas the gas tax is the same.   

Approvals for changes to roadways or new roadways is not decided by a vote but by a scoring process that considers the 

local environment, any impact to endangered species, farmland impacts, traffic patterns, proposed traffic patterns, and 

what is best for the community, region, county.

A roundabout theory discussion ensued.  Did you know that 

roundabouts are safer than traditional intersections?  Data 

shows that roundabouts are safer, decrease fatalities in acci-

dents, decrease injury accidents, and encourage better traffic 

flow.   

Much discussion was had about planned projects and poten-

tial future projects for our county roadways and interchang-

es.  Public comment was asked for about the US RT 23 connector project.  Eight percent of those surveyed said, “You 

need to do something.” But there isn’t agreement on what that something might be.  The new Intel plant is being built 

less than ½ mile from the Delaware County line.  What impacts will this have on us?  ODOT is looking out 20-30 years 

in the future.  They are expecting an increase from 1,000 cars per day now to 7,00-8,000 cars on the day Intel opens to 

20,000 cars per day in 20-25 years.  This will greatly impact this rural area.  Will there be a “Bullet Train” between 

Cleveland, Columbus, Cincinnati, and Chicago?  Amtrak is looking to expand but ensure what that will look like in reali-

ty.  Have to consider how many people night actually use that service and what infrastructure do you need in place? 

Also discussed that Ohio recently passed Distracted Driving legislation.  There are many provisions to this legislation, 

but the goal is to have all drivers hands free. 

The last biggest topic of discussion was “The Point.”  There is a contractor in place now for this work and it will begin 

this April.  This will have a huge impact on traffic at the junction of 36/37 on the east side of town.  For updates on this 

project go to “OHGO.”  This is real time traffic information!

Our next group was a panel of local government officials that responded to a class survey with their own thoughts which 

were compared to the class answers for the same questions.  The panel included: Steve Pyles, City of Sunbury Adminis-

trator; Jeff Benton, Delaware County Commissioner; Melissa Schiffel, Delaware County Prosecutor; and Kyle Kridler, 

Delaware Assistant City Manager.

"At Phoenix Environmental, we have helped 

clients investigate and cleanup a lot of sites!  Many of these projects were funded through environmental grants.  To 

date, our staff has helped clients get over 18 million in grant funds.  These grants allow our clients to address legacy sites 

that otherwise would remain environmentally compromised and underutilized." 

One of the company's proudest achievements is its successful assistance in securing a $1 million brownfield remediation 

grant for Lehner Company, a Delaware County development firm. The grant will support the environmental cleanup of 

Wild Oaks Market located at 7775 Dublin Rd., Delaware, OH.  Funds from the grant will be used to remove soil and 

groundwater contamination caused by leaking underground storage tanks. 

Matt Lehner, President of Lehner Company, also shared his thoughts on the grant, “I’m excited that we could come to-

gether with the State of Ohio and Concord Township to clean up a compromised site. This will ensure the building re-

mains a fixture of the community, as it has since the 1880s. This could not have come to fruition with those partnerships 

and the guidance from Jeff Paetz and the professionals at Phoenix Environmental.” 

In the coming year, Phoenix Environmental plans to continue providing expert environmental consulting services to its 

clients, helping them to navigate the complex environmental regulations and achieve their goals. The company is com-

mitted to sustainability and will continue to work towards cleaning up Brownfields using various funding sources.

The Chamber offers an recurring, incremental payment option for annual dues investment. Members can choose to de-

duct the payment from bank account or credit card securely stored offsite via Authorize.net. You’ll also be able to opt in 

to the billing frequency of choice: monthly, quarterly or annually.
