Board (DMMHRSB); Adam Howard, Manager of Environmental Health at the Delaware County Public Health District; 

and Marcus Williams of Athlete For Life through The Ohio State University (OSU) and medical researchers from OSU.  Deanna 

focused on the resources available in the county and state for folks who have mental health and addiction issues.  Adam dis-

cussed the many responsibilities of the local public health department.  Marcus champions human performance potential rang-

ing from aspiring athletes through the under-served. 

 

DMMHRSB 

 

Mental Health Boards, established by code, are the architect and funder for local 

behavioral healthcare.   

Oftentimes we think of behavioral health care as something separate or different 

than general healthcare.  This is due to the persistent stigma surrounding behav-

ioral healthcare.   

 

DMMHRSB pays for services most private health insurance companies do not.  

Governed by a volunteer board of 14 community members, core treatment services 

can be paid for individual, group intensive therapy, medical withdrawal management, medication assisted treatment, inpatient 

residential treatment, and aftercare recovery. 

 

If someone has a heart attack, no one questions the treatment need.  However, if someone needs placed in a psychiatric ward, 

the private health insurance company calls the hospital daily to ask questions to attempt removal of the patient from the ward, if 

private insurance pays at all.

Resources are provided by 1 mill of local property tax with no general fund or local sales tax revenue.  The state assists with 

modest amounts of income tax and sales tax.  Some federal money is available through very restrictive grants, usually focused 

on opiates. 

Community partnerships are integral to the Board.  Remember, we are all in this together.  Someone facing mental health or 

addiction who is provided treatment can then move to recovery.  Recovery leads to getting a job.  Working people pay taxes and 

taxes fund the Board.  Establishing mental health stability is key because how a brain fires is how it is wired, meaning stability 

leads to more continued stability. 

Mental health professionals are still typically generalists.  They are expected to cover a huge range of mental and addiction is-

sues.  The behavioral health area must transition to more specialties to increase effectiveness, like the medical profession.   

Services, infrastructure, and the workforce have to be improved in behavioral health. Prevention and intervention are key to get 

treatment as early as possible and improve the outcome of mental health and addiction issues. Respect, dignity, and hope are 

what everyone needs not shame and further stigma. 

Delaware County is building a new campus combining with other county organizations to offer a one-stop-shop for ser-

vices.  Areas for mental health providers, counseling, and crisis care will be provided. Morrow County is also developing Mead-

ow Center, providing similar space/services.  

Delaware Public Health District 

Focuses on the well-being of a whole group of people not just one patient.  When a problem arises, they are always looking up-

stream to see what caused it and how to fix the issue for as many people as possible.  Contrasted with medical treatment which 

focuses on the treatment of a current patient with a current problem, public health looks to prevent widespread issues (e.g. in-

fections). 

The Health District has four divisions: 

1.  Finance and Operations  

Consists of Human Resources, Information Technology, and the Public Information 

Office. 

2.  Community Health 

Focuses on Health Policy development, collaboration, and coordination.  Houses 

Vital Statistics, Litter Prevention, Obesity Prevention, and Injury Prevention.   

Conducts Health Impact Assessments for businesses to include walkways on prop-

erty to encourage exercise. 

3.  Environmental Health 

Is the inspection arm for food service, campgrounds, body art parlors, pools, schools, and sewage.  Mosquito prevention has 

been a very successful program.   

4.  Preventive Health 

Covers services like Women, Infants, and Children (WIC); immunization; health fairs; infectious disease; and emergency pre-

paredness. 

Ohio State (OSU) Medical Center Research and Development 

OSU was immediately involved in producing the solution in which nose swabs are placed to identify positive Covid-19 tests.  

The development of this liquid, during a worldwide shortage, has been instrumental in supplying tests.   

Ohio State also offers a surgical skills lab, where surgeons can practice procedures repeatedly on cadavers.  They also offer cen-

tralized sterilization of surgical tools. 

Athlete For Life is a program which champions human performance potential in a realistic and manageable way.  Training ath-

letes would typically be tailored to different groups such as amputees, aspiring athletes, corporate athletes, etc.  Four pillars are 

key to the development of the individual:  personal activity, proper nutrition, mental health, and social connectivity.

Thank you to Maria Reese, Small Business Payroll Services, for sharing this important update from the Office of Unem-

ployment Insurance Operations and the Ohio Department of Job and Family Services: 

Employers: 

We know that identity theft and unemployment fraud continue to be challenges. Thank you for your efforts to report it to us, so 

that we can stop payment and take other needed actions. Please continue to follow the steps below, and remember that you also 

can find this information at unemploymenthelp.ohio.gov/IdentityTheftEmployer.  

Step One: Report identity theft through the hotline or website. 

If you receive an unemployment notification from the Ohio Department of Job and Family Services regarding someone you 

don’t know, please notify us as soon as possible by calling our hotline at (833) 658-0394.  

If you would like to report identity theft involving one or more of your employees, you can either use the hotline or com-

plete this secure online form. If you use the online form, you will be prompted to download an Excel template, enter the 

requested data in the template (including your employees’ full Social Security numbers), and upload the file as instructed.  

Step Two: Continue to respond to any “Request for Separation Information” notices that you receive from 

us. 

Please respond timely to these notices and write “fraud/identity theft” on them so that we can investigate the claims and 

take appropriate actions. The most expedient way for employers to respond to Request for Separation forms is by respond-

ing via your online account or by using the State Information Data Exchange System (SIDES) portal. 

Step Three: Share resources with your employees. 

Please share the resources for individuals on this website with the employees at your organization. This web page includes 

a link to the IRS guidance regarding identity theft involving unemployment benefits and other measures individuals can 

take to protect themselves. 

We recognize that reporting suspected fraud through both Step One and Step Two may be an inconvenience, but both steps are 

necessary to reduce the likelihood that fraudulent claims will be paid.

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County offers relief programs 

Delaware County launched an Economic Development Revolving Loan Fund application to 
the Delaware County business community. 

Powell-based Buckeye State Bank will administer the program, which will provide loans be-
tween $10,000 and $25,000 over a five-year term. The loan principal can equal up to six 
months’ of rent, mortgage and/or utility payments. The interest rate is 4 percent with a $1,000 
fee that will be added to the loan principal. Interest-only payments will be required during the 
first six months of repayment. Review and approval of the loan application will take no more than 10 business days. If you apply 
for other local loans, we will ask you to withdraw from our program, in order to give other businesses a chance to use local 
funds.  

The fund was engineered by the Commissioner-appointed Delaware County Economic Recovery Advisory Team, a committee 
that was established in response to the COVID-19 pandemic. Delaware County officials, including Clerk of Courts Natalie Fravel, 
have contributed $2.5 million to get the fund started. The Delaware County Finance Authority, Orange Township and Liber-
ty Township have each contributed $250,000. The committee continues to seek additional contributions to the fund.

January TechCred round funds nearly 5,000 credentials, program updates announced- 

Next application period opens later in 2021 

Lt. Governor Jon Husted, who serves as Director of the Governor’s Office of Workforce Transformation, announced the results 

of the January round of TechCred, which will provide the opportunity for Ohioans to earn nearly 5,000 technology-focused cre-

dentials. 

The most recent TechCred application period closed at the end of April and 384 Ohio employers were approved for funding, 

resulting in Ohio employees earning up to 4,736 technology-focused credentials. The April round was record-setting, as al-

most 100 more employers were approved, in addition to more credentials being approved, than the previously most successful 

round. 

With the approvals announced, a total of 1,168 Ohio 

employers have been approved for funding, supporting 

the earning of 19,841 tech-focused credentials by Ohio 

employees. 

Starting with the April round, the following updates 

have been implemented to further streamline the pro-

gram: 

 The length of the grant will be reduced from 18

months to 12 months from the award date. 

 Training programs must start on or after the date

of the award, not before, and must be completed in 

less than 12 months. 

 Training providers are no longer eligible to receive

reimbursement for employees trained in-house. If a 

training provider wishes to utilize TechCred to upskill 

their employees, they must use an external training 

provider. 

The next TechCred application period will open later 
in 2021. Businesses with employees who have 

completed their TechCred training should submit 

proof of credential completion to receive 

reimbursement at www.TechCred.Ohio.gov.

Chamber supports proposed school funding plan 

That bi-partisan Fair School Funding Plan would make a very positive difference in funding for school districts in Delaware 

County.  Now is the time to finally fix this issue.  Adequate and fair state funding will reduce our districts’ over-reliance on local 

taxes, thereby reducing the frequency of needed local levies.  This plan also returns a fair share of state taxes back to local com-

munities.  Most importantly, the Fair School Funding Plan begins the process of eliminating the gain caps that have penalized 

school districts for years.   

Submitting the House’s version of the budget without Fair School Funding and the elimination of gain caps would be a mistake. 

If our state does not fix school funding and eliminate gain caps, we are continuing to put a terrible burden on property owners 

and are sending a message that students in Delaware County are less important than those in other counties that are much better 

funded by the state. It is important that our state finally provide fair state funding for ALL of our students.  Because of gain caps, 

the state is withholding over $50 Million from Delaware County students this year ($43M from Olentangy and $7M from Dela-

ware City).  Olentangy Local School District receives $600 per pupil in state funding and Delaware City Schools receives $2,720 

per pupil when the state’s average is over $4,800 per pupil.   

We strongly urge our legislators to include the Cupp-Patterson Fair School Funding Proposal in the House’s version of the state 

budget.  Our state/county deserve a constitutional and fair school funding system. 

And the Chamber urges its membership to contact its legislators as well as Representative Larry Householder because it will be 

up to him whether or not the full proposal makes it into the House budget bill. Address: 77 N High St., 13th Floor, Columbus

City offers revolving loan 

The City of Delaware has opened a 

$300,000  revolving loan fund to bolster the 

city’s small businesses. Any business (or busi-

ness owner) within city limits is eligible to apply for the low-interest loan program. 

The fund will be administered by Economic and Community Development Institute 

(ECDI), a community microlender that is headquartered in Columbus and serves 

small businesses throughout the state of Ohio.  

In a time when a majority of small businesses – even those with a long, stable his-

tory – are struggling due to the economic shutdown caused by COVID-19, access to 

capital can be a sustaining lifeline. Borrowers can request up to $25,000 from the 

City of Delaware fund, and can access ECDI’s portfolio of funds for additional capi-

tal up to $350,000* for their total loan. Funds can be used for any business pur-

pose, including payroll, inventory, renovations or other. 

Loans of 0-25K will be funded at 3% rate. Loans of 25-50K will be funded at 5% 

blended rate. Beyond that, your business will work with ECDI to get the best rate 

they can or will seek financing from other entities of your choice.
