The Setting Every Community Up for Retirement Enhancement 2.0 Act

of 2022 (SECURE 2.0) was signed into law on Dec. 29, 2022. This bill is
designed to strengthen the retirement savings system by extending and
expanding your savings opportunities. The effective dates vary greatly, with
some provisions effective immediately and others deferred several years
into the future.

VA Health Care Day

DELAWARE COUNTY we started out the beautiful day in the basement of Grady Memorial Hospital.
SINCE 1991 Cherie Smith, Ph.D., RN who is the Chief of Nursing Officer and VP of Patient Care
Services at both Dublin and Grady Hospitals, gave an intriguing introduction. She then introduced Steve Spain,
who has been the finance manager at Grady since 2008. Steve detailed a story in which he had an accident
where he broke his neck and was med-flighted to Grant Hospital. This experience allowed him to connect with
several medical staff on a more personal level, which in turn has now helped him in his position at work, by al-
lowing him to “put a familiar face” to a name when working on new budget proposals and projects. Steve also
talked about The history of Grady Memorial Hospital. Here are a few of his main points from the presentation:

1904: Jane M. Case Hospital buys the Andrews House Mansion, built in 1843
1906: Hospital opens with 22 rooms & 216 patients

1972: Mary Grady leaves a legacy of $4 million dollar estate to Jane M. Case Hospital. Requests the name be

changed to: Grady Memorial Hospital
1983: East Wing & Main Entrance built

1990: Medical office building added

1999: Midge Glendening ER/Helipad completed
2005/2006: Ohio Health acquires Grady Memorial Hospital

This competes with the Mt. Carmel Emergency Department on 23 in Lewis
Center

Grady’s new shared vision is: “To provide exceptional care for all through experiences that earn a lifetime of trust.”

Cherie Smith rejoined the conversation and shared her journey in the medical field. She was in the military for 24 years,
and moved to Ohio from North Carolina. She is happy to report to others that she lives in the Delaware Community,
and that 70% of all people who work at Grady live in Delaware. She believes this shows how invested the residents of
Delaware are in the community they live in, and it allows the Grady medical staff to get to know their patients and fel-
low residents on a more personal level.

Questions for Cherie
What is Grady’s focus on mental health (and Ohio Health)?

Cherie noted that Grady staff and leaders are actively having conversations to improve Grady’s focus on mental health
care as well as the topic of Ohio Health — in other words, these concerns are being addressed. Some of the active
measures that they have been taking include the following: caregiver safety to limit patient-on-staff assault (these types
of assaults naturally complicate the staff’s ability to give proper care and it
also hinders staff retention). However, as in many medical jobs, safety in
the workplace cannot be guaranteed.

~ Service Limitations

& This question build on question #1, the limitation of healthcare staff has
been a challenge, especially when the goal is always to optimize patient

& health and safety. But, Cherie proudly noted that her staff always find a
~ way to persevere and find ways to excel regardless of the struggles.

* Travel nursing at the start of COVID also increased medical staffing chal-
*| lenges. Where pre-COVID, there would be 20 nurses travelling, during
COVID the number had increased to 1,000. Why? Because travel nurses
are offered an $150 hourly rate whereas hospital nurses are offered a $35 hourly rate. This caused many hospitals to be
short on staff during a high patient capacity time, but the number of hospital nurses is now slowly returning to normal.
Many healthcare staff came back to the hospitals as pay to travel reduced and the harsh environments of travelling to
understaffed areas took a toll.

Deanna Brant, LPCC-S, Executive Director at the Delaware-Morrow Mental Health and Recover Services
Board spoke to the Chamber class next. The goal of the board is to promote wellness and support recovery by planning,
funding, and monitoring public mental health and addiction services for Delaware and Morrow Counties. The board also
promotes a high quality and readily accessible behavioral health
care network that anticipates and meets the changing needs of a
growing community. The board operates on a $1.5 million dollar
levy annually. The provider network gives prevention and wellness
outreach and engagement, residential services, recovery support,
inpatient services, and opioid/drug addiction services. Notable pro-
vider contracts with the board include: Del-Mor Dwellings
(affordable housing for persons with disabilities), HelpLine (24 hr.
crisis hotline), JacobsWay (Sober living resources, treatment, and
education), and many more. Mental Health services can be a muscle
memory prevention method to dealing with various issues. Deanna
went on to stress the importance of services for everyone at any mo- |
ment, not just long-term men-
tal health sufferers.

The amount of mental health services offered for those who are not long-term men-
@ tal health sufferers, has been a major issue today. So, one of the steps to resolve this
! issue is to create a “middle” ground mental health hospital with 24-hour services;
such as a Psychiatric Urgent Care, that will alleviate ER duties. However, the limita-
tions to this include buildings/spaces, funding, and staffing. And the current nu-
merous psychiatric services are not making money, so they are not sustainable.

Deanna encouraged folks to talk to people in power who have the ability to start
these changes for a middle ground service that will have an enormous impact on
mental health services long-term. Rather than a “vicious cycle” of stereotypes and
prejudice, we need a “better cycle” of providing appropriate treatment and care for
mental health sufferers to recover and re-join the work force, etc. Finally, we should
all be able to talk about mental health stability and what ails us in everyday fashion
— therefore, we must work towards normalizing mental health struggles to elimi-

" nate the stigma.

The next presenter, Jake Depp, PT at The Ohio State University Wexner Medical Center— Lewis Center came
to talk about the importance of changing your positioning at work. In other words, if you work at a job where you pri-
marily sit at a desk all day, he recommended that you get up and move every 20-30 minutes. Take a quick walk, go up/
down the stairs to promote workplace wellness. He then gave a list of helpful and simple office exercises.

Bryan Tillman, MD at The Ohio State University, came to discuss The Retrievable Rescue Stent. This up and coming
medical device was created as a Balloon Aortic Occlusion to help control rapid and sudden hemorrhaging. It will control
bleeding of a patient until they arrive at a hospital/facility, and could save numerous lives by preventing shock, organ
failure, and blood loss that often leads to heart attacks. It is not yet approved for humans, but Bryan and his team are
working on an FDA approval.

The day concluded with an interesting and incredible experience — witnessing the Med Flight Helicopter and Helipad
in action!
