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Chamber board endorses DCS levy

At its June meeting, the Chamber board of directors voted to endorse a 5-year 8.35 mil emergency levy that the
Delaware City Schools is forced to put on the November ballot. This levy request comes six years after the
last new operating levy was passed. At that time, that levy was expected to last three years. The November levy is
vital because, at current funding from the state, the district will see an $18 million deficit in the 2020/21 aca-
demic year.

Because of a funding cap enacted during the recession, those districts that grew during that time are not receiving the funds per
pupil from the state that is required. Lifting the cap would mean that all districts receive the per-pupil funding they are entitled
to. Asking local taxpayers to cover for what the state legislature rightfully owes those growth-districts should not be necessary,
but Delaware City Schools and their teachers, support staff and most especially the students should not be abandoned by the
residents of this amazing district at the local level as it has been at the state level. Because the state sees fit to hold tax payers
responsible for school funding in districts that grew in a down economy (ironically, in large part to the excellence of the schools)
DCS has no choice but to put the issue on the ballot and the Chamber asks the support of those voters in the district.

The district has demonstrated a commitment to controlling costs as evidenced by their low per pupil spending. DCS spends
$9,733 per pupil as compared to the state average of $11,162 and a central Ohio average of nearly $12,000. Without additional
revenue, DCS would be forced to cut spending by an additional $1000 per student — cuts that would negatively impact the quali-
ty of education through reduced academic and extra-curricular offerings and larger class sizes.

hometown of Green, Ohio. Later, while serving in the Ohio General Assembly, she broke with her
party’s position and voted against a tax issue; a move that ousted her from committees. Later she
was elected state auditor, the only republican to win a state-wide office in 2006.

No stranger to speaking and acting on her core beliefs in spite of political correctness, the Lt. Gover-

Those issues include education
funding reform, transportation and infrastructure and getting a handle
on the addiction crisis not just for those addicted but the collateral dam-
age that comes with it.
